Passion
The state of being acted on by external forces 

The etymological origins of the modern  English word ‘passion’ is Latin patiore  it means  ‘to bear’ or ‘to suffer and passio, means ‘suffering’
the relation to the idea of the passive is the  passive side of it
the other side of passion
Passion isn’t a completely pleasant concept. It include pain 
and its visible  forms, can be consume, displace, destroy the self may be others

IRA Volunteer self-destructive passion led to his 65 day hunger strike in the Maze prison in Northern Ireland
Alqeada terrorist organization is also an example of destructive passion    
passion can be creative or destructive, because of that is always potentially dangerous. This dark side demands organization it must be identified and regulated or to be minimized.

passion always stands in relation to otherness.
It is a passion for something or someone.
that desire differs most significantly from passion

passion  widely  indicate to a focused, powerful emotion
while desire seems  for something more general 

Desire.
 to long or hope for , to express a wish for

The origin of desire is  Latin desiderare; de + sidu meaning ‘heavenly body’ or ‘star’ 

 Something far not easy to be gotten 
Aristotle uses the general term orexis to indicate desire,

The desire causes humans to reach out for something or someone while person who does not reach out, or has no desire, is anorexic
Aristotle divide desire to  three sub-forms 

(epithymia),(thymos),(boulêsis)

Epithymia : indicates a desire for something,
also implies lust for a person
thymos : meaning passion carries the sense of ‘heart’, ‘courage’ or ‘spirit’ in relation to life and strong feeling.
Boulêsis : it means ‘wishing’ and ‘willing’,
 it is also associated with bouleuomai—to ‘deliberate’نية 
we will use the term ‘desire’ to subsume that of ‘passion’ 




To avoid arguing in traditional Platonic
Fashion  which took desire as lake
We are going to study the concept  in 
Foucault commentary on sexuality Through Bataille’s exemplar  as shapeless creative / destructive urge 
Knowledge :

In this lecture my friend is going to present the last two main ideas And I’ll present the  first one 
knowledge management
knowledge is more than data or information, that it is not a static product  which can be made and passed on in any way

information becomes knowledge only when it is used in the service of the organizational 

McDermott emphasizes the role of the knowledge ‘community’ in suggesting that we do not acquire knowledge on our own ,but instead are socialized to a territory already occupied by others.

Knowledge involves both knowing that and knowing how
effective knowledge management is supported by increasing  data systems, 
knowledge transfer is best facilitated by face to face communication; and knowledge managers also require a sensitivity to organizational realpolitik. 
Foucault claims that human enquiry throughout history has dealt with two central questions 

who we are  and   how we should live.
He also asserts that the answers generated are specific to the 
knowing in operation at the time;
the sociohistorically founded set of assumptions regarding the relationship between things in the world and our knowledge of those things.
The common  knowing therefore establishes how these things can be known 
So it is not possible to say anything at all at any time—what can be said varies across epochs and cultures Foucault concluded that  it is always a creature of its time and place. 
But there are some forms of knowledge are accepted as truth
Every where and every time despite their historical or cultural specificity , like, architectural arrangements, regulations, laws administrative measures

Power and knowledge 
                               we have to be ‘free’ to ‘know’

the effects of power/knowledge regimes both enable and exclude they render us able to act on the basis of a particular way of relating to the world
Returning to the discourse of knowledge management, this specific regime has established a set of parameters around the concept of knowledge, and at the same time excluded other ‘worlds of possibility’

the only form of organizational knowledge worth managing is that with corporate utility. So knowledge management consists precisely of the social regulation of knowledge transfer to consolidate the organizational status quo.

In sum, then, as knowledge becomes epistemologically ‘sanitized’ under knowledge management regimes, it assumes the objective qualities of a commodity. What counts as knowledge enhances the three Es of efficiency, effectiveness and economy

My point is not that everything is bad, but that everything is dangerous ,which is not exactly the same thing as bad. If everything is dangerous, then we always have something to do. So my position leads not to apathy but to a hyper- and pessimistic activism.
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
